MOTION TO AMEND THE AGENDA 

Delwyn Jensen made a motion to amend the agenda to add the discussion regarding 

cameras and security information.  Charles Jones seconded the motion.  The motion 

passed with all in favor. 

 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

The minutes from May 15, 2013 were reviewed.    

 

Charles Jones made a motion to approve the minutes from May 15, 2013.  Delwyn 

Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all in favor. 

 

TREASURER’S REPORT 

Lou Christensen presented information regarding the report and reviewed the account 

balances and invoices. 

 

Delwyn Jensen made a motion to approve the payments.  Charles Jones seconded 

the motion.  The motion passed with all in favor. 

 

OLD BUSINESS 

Taxiway/Runway Signs 

Jim Jackson explained what each sign would cost and questioned if the Board should still 

move forward with the signs.  Charles Jones reminded Mr. Jackson and the Board that a 

motion was made at the previous meeting to advance with the purchase of the signs.   

 

Corrective Action Plan 

Lou Christensen stated a request from Mark Cassen was received to amend the 

Corrective Action Plan due to the changes made by the FAA regarding residential use 

with Through the Fence Agreements.   

 

Delwyn Jensen made a motion to move forward with an amendment of the CAP.  

Charles Jones seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all in favor. 

 

Cameras and Security Information 

The Board discussed the ability to get more security cameras in place.  It was 

recommended that wireless connections be made because the cost to run wires would 

increase the cost for the entire project.  It was also suggested that an RFP be done and 

allow manufactures and installers to submit a system rather than having the board 

develop one.  Peter Kline spoke and stated the FBO had discussed installing web cameras 

to view the runway. 



 

NEW BUSINESS 

Budget Fiscal Year 2013-2014 

Carol Lenz was present and reviewed the Budget with the Board.  She stated the 

entitlement money would not be received since a project had not been proposed.  To 

purchase easements or land, the Board would have to pay the cost up front and be 

reimbursed by the FAA after the purchase was made.   

 

Each line item was discussed and reviewed.  Charles Jones was concerned with spending 

money for the appraisals and suggested it be postponed until 2015.  He was concerned 

with the budget, feeling it was the “leanest budget” so far.  Chris Schuehler questioned if 

half of the appraisals could be done this year and the rest next year.  It was reported that 

they could be split between the two years. 

 

Change in Lessee name for Layne Meyers and Big Hole Leasing for Lot 3-7 

Chris Schuehler made a motion to allow the change in name from Layne Meyers to 

Big Hole Leasing for Lot 3-7.  Jim Jackson seconded the motion.  The motion passed 

with all in favor. 

 

New Lease for Lot 3-3 Erik and Leslie Moss 

Delwyn Jensen made a motion to approve the new lease for Lot 3-3.  Chris 

Schuehler seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all in favor. 

 

New Agreement for Lot L-1 Mike Zolik/North Center LLC 

Charles Jones made a motion to approve the new agreement for Lot L-1.  Jim 

Jackson seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all in favor. 

 

Delwyn Jensen requested that a Termination of Lease form be filled out for those that are 

terminating their lease or agreement with the Airport.  Kreslyn Schuehler would make a 

new form to accommodate this. 

 

Airport Signage 

The Board discussed signs for the airport entrance.  It was suggested the Board discussed 

their ideas with Ashley Koehler, the Planning and Zoning Administrator, prior to erecting 

any signs.
