COUNCIL MINUTES 

January 8, 2013 
________________________________________________________________________ 
 
Pursuant to adjournment of the City Council meeting held December 18, 2012, and to the call of the 
Mayor, the Driggs City Council met on January 8, 2013 at 7:15 p.m. Present: Council President Mosher; 
Council Members Dye, Jones & Mossman; Mayor Powers. Also present: Community Development 
Director Self, Public Works Director Gunderson, and City Attorney Zollinger. Powers led in the Pledge of 
Allegiance. 
 
Approval of Minutes 

 December 18, 2012: Jones moved to accept the December 18, 2012 minutes as corrected. 
Mossman seconded. Motion carried. Dye abstained. 

 
Approval of Claims 

 Powers requested the addition of SnowScapes claims in the amount of $630 for: Michael 
Hoffman, $500 for ice & supplies, Local Yocals, $80 for Rainbow Kids supplies, and Seniors 
West of the Tetons, $50 for coffee for snow sculptors. 

 Questions: 
o Teton County: Law Enforcement 
o Mountain States Lighting: Photo Eyes 
o US Chemical Procurement: Stop Signs

 Mosher moved to approve Claims dated 12/19/12 – 01/08/13, with the addition of 
$630.00 in SnowScapes expenses as outlined above. Dye seconded. Motion carried. 

  
Propane Bid RFQ 

 Powers noted that two bids were received for the City’s request for quote for propane 
service: Suburban Propane bid $0.35 above Blevin and V-1 Propane bid $0.84 above Blevin 

 Jones moved to accept Suburban Propane’s bid. Mosher seconded. Motion carried. 
 

DDCA: Dave Hensel & Julie Robinson 

 Hensel, requested continued City sponsorship for the Driggs Downtown Community 
Association (DDCA) for as much as one year while the DDCA completes its 501(C ) (3) Non-
profit application with the State and the IRS. Non-profit status is important for many grant 
applications and for activities such as the annual Tin Cup. Zollinger, City Attorney, stated 
that there would be no legal effect should the Council grant an extension. Mosher moved 
to extend DDCA non-profit sponsorship for one additional year. Jones seconded. Motion 
carried. 

 Robinson asked for City sponsorship of the DDCA’s 2013 Plein Air Festival in the amount of 
$2,000. Discussion focused on drawing art collectors to Driggs, moving the festival to a less 
busy season, and issues with the limited number of hotel rooms in the City.  Jones moved to 
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sponsor the 2013 Plein Air Festival in the amount of $1500: $1000 as budgeted and $500 
from unallocated special events.  Mosher seconded. Motion carried. 

 Hensel stated that the Teton Arts Council won the DDCA’s ‘Best Decorated Christmas 
Window’ contest using the polar bears from last year’s Great Snow Fest  
 

Ordinance 337-12: Liquor Ordinance Consolidation – 3rd Reading 

 Mossman asked Zollinger why wine definitions were included instead of referencing Idaho 
Code as discussed during the second reading. Other questions by the Council focused on 
requiring a City license if State and County licenses are already received, fees being 
consistent with the City’s new Fees Resolution, Consumption on Premises, and written and 
numerical time disagreements. 

 Mossman moved to table approval of the third reading until the Council’s February 5, 
2013 regular meeting. Mosher seconded. Motion carried. 

 
Pet Law Committee 

 Mossman sought direction on whether or not the Council should approve members of a 
proposed Pet Law Committee. Zollinger recommended that the ad hoc committee be 
approved by the Council along with its stated purpose, function, and intended duration. 
Mossman will bring the recommended information back to the Council. 

 
Staff Reports 
Community Development – Doug Self 

 City Center Plaza Design: the selection committee has narrowed proposals down to its top 
two choices. A Scope of Work and Contract for the committee’s top choice is anticipated by 
the Council’s 1/22/13 regular meeting.  

 Recreation Center Concept Design: Plan One has provided a preliminary design for the 
proposed recreation center in the North End – handouts provided to the Council. A Final 
Draft will be presented for public comment at the Council’s regular meeting on January 22, 
2013 along with a list of proposed Phase IIA improvements. 

o A proposed lease with Teton Valley Recreation Association for 1200 sf of the N End 
will also be presented at the Council’s 1/22/13 meeting. 

 Teton Scenic Byway Visitor Center: The City has received official acceptance from the Idaho 
Transportation Department (ITD) for its Restart Plan and is awaiting final approval of its 
Request for Proposals for Design Services. [Self confirmed that the City always had and still 
has a good relationship with the ITD. Powers and Zollinger agreed stating that the transfer 
of project management to Eric Verner is a function of increased duties for Bill Shaw at ITD 
and not a reflection of the City’s relationship with the ITD]. 

o There has been some discussion about enclosing the canopy on the east side of the 
North End. Plan One built the original structure and believes it is up to structural 
standards. Enclosing the canopy would provide additional space and would not be 
very expensive. 

o The Scenic Byway RFP is due February 1, 2013 by 1:00 P.M. 

 Industrial Building’s new furnace and vent repairs should be installed by the end of the 
week. 
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 300 Main for Music on Main (MOM): developers of the land at 300 Main, Driggs, have 
requested a vacation of the development agreement as long as the City rents the property 
for MOM. [Self clarified that the City is not renting the land, and if it did, the rent would be 
minimal, say $1 per year. Zollinger recommended a trade-off i.e. if using the property, grant 
a one year extension.] Powers recommended creating a budget for necessary upgrades 
before making a decision. Self proposed abandoning the 300 Main concept and focusing on 
bringing smaller venues to the City’s plaza space. Dye and Mosher questioned the ability of 
the City to bring MOM back to Driggs because of the location and the money put into the 
Victor site by the City of Victor and the Teton Valley Foundation. Mossman believes Driggs 
has a chance to get MOM back because MOM is outgrowing its current space. 

 
Public Works: Jared Gunderson 

 Two businesses had frozen water lines today. One was thawed (Family Dollar) and one is 
hooked to a hose (Key Bank). Key has a check valve that requires 30# of pressure which a 
thin stream of water does not provide enough pressure to keep open. Gunderson has 
discussed the issue with the manager at Key and a possible solution found. O’Roukes was 
notified of the freeze-up and asked to run water. 

 Per Jay Mazalewski, Teton County Engineer, the Teton County Commissioners have balked 
at a 50/50 cost split on Buxton to install a new 8” water line for the Law Enforcement 
Center. Tapping into Main Street is not feasible because the present line is too shallow and 
the City has agreed to honor ITD policy of not cutting into new pavement for 3-5 year 

 City Engineer proposals have been rated down to the selection committee’s top three. 
Interviews will be conducted on 1/14/13 with a recommendation brought to the Council at 
its regular meeting on 1/22/13.  

 Grease is starting to accumulate in the sewer line on the north end of Driggs, however, the 
line is currently flowing freely. Powers recommended that an op-ed piece be put into the 
local paper(s) for this issue (proper sewer line usage) and possibly one for Snow Plowing

Mayor’s Business: Daniel J Powers  

 Driggs Urban Renewal Agency (DURA) Board Member: Powers presented Denis duNann as 
an interested community member for the open position on the DURA Board. Dye moved to 
confirm duNann as a member of the DURA Board. Jones seconded. Motion carried. 

 The Teton Arts Council (TAC) has submitted a Non-Profit Special Event Liquor License 
Application for the 2013 Snow Ball. Mosher moved to approve the TAC non-profit liquor 
license application for the 2013 Snow Ball. Mossman seconded. Motion carried. 

 A request has been received from the First Territorial Capitol of Idaho Revitalization Project 
(FTCIRP) in Lewiston ID for a $50 donation to go toward the final stages of the building 
renovation.  Mosher moved to send a $50 donation to the FTCIRP. Mossman seconded. 
Motion carried. This will be paid from the uncategorized special event line. 

 The 2013 SnowScapes/Snow Ball, all encompassed under the 2013 Great SnowFest, was 
discussed with Mossman stating, “The City’s effort towards the SnowScapes is enormous.” 
Mosher agreed stating, “The SnowScapes are an absolute hit which benefits all of us.”
